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PROVISION
on holding of the international competition
 "IDEAS, TRANSFORMING CITIES"
aimed at identifying, accompanying and supporting talented young citizens who are actively involved in planning and creation of urban improvement projects
Moscow – 2019
1. General provisions
1.1.  This Provision on the international competition "Ideas, Transforming Cities" (hereinafter referred to as the Competition), is aimed at identifying, accompanying and supporting talented young citizens who actively participate in planning and creating projects for improving the urban environment in municipalities of the Russian Federation (hereinafter referred to as Provision) developed in accordance with the national project "Housing and Urban Environment" and the federal project "Formation of a Comfortable Urban Environment".

1.2. The Competition is organized by: the Local Community Development Institute jointly with the Fund for Promoting Housing and Utilities Reform, Commission for Territorial Development and Local Government of the Public Chamber of the Russian Federation, National Youth Council of Russia, Center for Socio-Economic Initiatives "My Fatherland", Institute for Sustainable Development of Local Communities, Union of Architects of Russia, Moscow Architectural Institute (State Academy) – MARCHI, Union of Moscow Architects, Russian Union of Rural Youth.
1.3.  The Competition is held with the information support of the Ministry of Construction and Housing and Communal Services of the Russian Federation, Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation, Federal State Budgetary Institution "Center for support of youth creative initiatives".
2.  Goals and Objectives of the Competition
2.1.  Main goal of the Competition – development of the population’ civic activism and creation of a real opportunity to participate in the formation of a comfortable urban environment of municipalities of the Russian Federation. 
2.2.  Objectives of the Competition:
· informing participants of the Competition about the goals and objectives of the Federal project Formation of a Comfortable Urban Environment;
· involvement of a wide range of citizens, youth representatives, members of professional architects and designers’ communities, educational institutions, apartment buildings councils to create projects for the improvement of municipal formations in the subjects of the Russian Federation;
· Competition participants’ inclusion in the procedures of public discussions and public hearings on the improvement of the urban environment, conducted by local governments;
· involvement of young citizens in the process of developing and implementing architectural projects in municipalities of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation, where a citizen lives;
· identification, selection, description and replication of the best practices and initiatives for the improvement of the urban environment;
· creation of a bank of new ideas for the development of urban public space of municipalities;
· professional orientation of project participants.
3.  Competition Participants
3.1. Competition participants are citizens of the Russian Federation and other states. 
3.2. Young people can take part in the Competition if they are representatives of these age categories: from 12 to 17 years old - educational institutions’ students of secondary general education and young citizens from 18 to 25 years old. 
4.  Competition Nominations
· improvement of courtyards, including for people with disabilities (improvement of territories adjacent to residential buildings, including courtyards; equipment of house territories for citizens with disabilities; improvement of wastelands and abandoned areas within the municipality).
· improvement of public spaces (improvement of the settlement general use territory: creation of parks, public gardens, embankments, zones of arrangement and placement of garbage containers); 
· improvement of popular shopping areas; support for street trading (fairs, malls, etc.);  
· creation of pedestrian infrastructure; 
· landscaping at educational institutions;
· small architectural forms (art objects, projects of small forms for the city: stops, benches, etc.);
· landscape design. 
5.  Competition Organizing Committee
5.1.  In order to effectively organize and conduct the Competition, an Organizational Committee for the preparation and holding of the Competition is created (hereinafter the Organizing Committee).
5.2.  The Competition Organizing Committee includes representatives of the Ministry of Construction, Housing and Utilities of the Russian Federation, State Duma of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation’ Committee on Housing Policy and Municipal Services, Fund for Promoting Housing and Utilities Reform, Union of Architects of Russia, Moscow Architectural Institute, Local Community Development Institute, National Youth Council of Russia, Russian Union of Rural Youth, public associations and organizations, mass media.
5.3. The Executive Directorate of the Competition carries out the overall management of the Competition.  
5.4. The Executive Directorate of the Competition carries out all information work on holding the Competition, on organizing the Competition’ application campaign, on organizing and conducting of the Competition’ final events.
5.5. To coordinate the holding of the regional stages of the Competition, Regional Organizing Committees for the preparation and holding of the Competition are created (hereinafter the Regional Organizing Committee). 
5.6. Regional Organizing Committees are registered in the prescribed manner through the project’ Executive Directorate. Information about the Regional Organizing Committee is posted on the official website.  
6.  Expert Council of the Competition
6.1.  The composition of the Expert Council of the Competition consists of representatives of federal authorities, public associations, business area and the scientific community.
6.2.  The Expert Council of the Competition provides professional and objective, independent examination and evaluation of the projects submitted by the participants of the Competition.
6.3.  The Expert Council of the Competition considers all the projects submitted to the Competition, evaluates them in accordance with the established criteria.
7.  Stages of the Competition
7.1.  The Competition is held in two Stages: Regional и Federal. 
7.2.  The regional stage of the Competition is held in absentia format, and the federal - in person.
7.3. Regional Selection Stage of Absentia Format
7.3.1.  Participants have to send to the Competition Organizing Committee the applications for participation in the Competition, during the period from February 1 to May 25.
7.3.2.  The Expert Council of the Competition selects the received projects, and determines the participants of In Person Format Stage by April 30, 2019. 

7.3.3.  Participants who have scored the maximum number of points are invited to the In Person Format Stage of the Competition held as part of the Competition Organizers’ activities.
7.3.4.  Information on participants admitted to the In Person Format Stage of the Competition, as well as on the Competition’ program and venue is posted on the official website: www.irazvi.ru.
7.3.5. Competition Organizing Committee sends letters of invitation to the winners of the Absentia Format Stage of the Competition в срок до before June 1, 2019. 
7.3.6. Regional Stage of the Competition is held in the presence of the Regional Organizing Committee, in case of its absence, the participants send their application works to the Federal Organizing Committee.
7.4.  Federal Main Stage of In Person Format
7.4.1. The Competition Stage is held in format of individual defense of the projects by the authors in person. 
7.4.2. Projects are defended according to nominations above, also participants are divided in two age categories (for each nomination): from 12 to 17 and from 18 to 25. 
7.4.3. Competition Commission determines the winners and awardees.
8.  Conditions of Participation for Foreign Citizens
8.1. Participants from other states have to choose the territory of any city of the Russian Federation, in order to participate in the Competition and create their own project. The Competition Organizers provide a list of recommended cities and sites on the mention above website: www.irazvi.ru.
9.  Requirements for the Applications and Competitive Materials
9.1. Application for Participation and Competitive Materials include:
· participant’s application form (Appendix 1) - electronically only;
· description of the proposed project (idea) of improvement of the urban environment in accordance with the chosen direction in the form of an Essay (Appendix 2) - electronically only;
· creative work: a poster, drawing or layout in accordance with the chosen direction;
· explanatory note (for such creative works as layout, model, diagram, etc.) with indication of recommended materials, dimensions and other characteristics of the subject of creative work necessary for the process of the proposed project implementation.
9.2.  Participants’ creative works should be performed in the chosen technique (drawing, layout, collage, 3D visualization, etc.)
9.3. According to the requirements for competitive works, it is recommended to add: brief justification of the choice of territory for the project; description of selected building and decorating materials - up to 1 page. It is recommended to use elements of functional zoning, as well as to reflect originality, economic and social expediency, and ideas on cultural and historical preservation of the territory. Guidelines for the preparation of works are presented on the website: www.irazvi.ru.
9.4.  Works of the Competition participants should be prepared as follows:
· in the lower right corner of the Work the surname, name of the author, class and name of the educational organization should be indicated (if present);
· on the backside of the Work, the contact phone (with the code of the city) and the e-mail address should be noted.
9.5.  At the Regional Selection Stage of Absentia Format – participants should provide the Competition Materials only electronically.
9.6.  At the Federal Main Stage of In Person Format – participant should submit the originals of the Competition Materials.
10.  Procedure for the Projects Examination
10.1. Projects transferred to the Competition Organizing Committee are submitted to experts for evaluation, according to the declared direction without specifying the full name of the project author.
11.  Criteria for evaluation
11.1. Each project is evaluated in accordance with established criteria.
11.2. Points, achieved for exhibition projects and evaluation are summarized.
11.3. An overall rating of the work is compiled, based on the results of the evaluation, and all achieved points are mentioned. 
11.4. The evaluation of each project is made on a scale system in accordance with the established criteria below:
· functionality;
· originality, own style’ presence;
· development and innovations usage (the use of fundamentally new ideas, forms, materials and technologies);
· reasoned decisions and correctness of the building and decorating materials application;
· economic feasibility of design solutions;
· the suitability of design solutions for implementation;
· correct submission of materials and proper documentation;
· aesthetic level of supply
12.  Procedure for Summarizing and Winners Award
12.1. All participants of the Federal stage (Main Stage of In Person Format) receive the participation certificates. 
12.1.1. Prizewinners receive the Competition Diplomas. 

12.1.2.  Competition participants’ mentors receive a certificate of the scientific project manager.
12.2. The winners of the Main Stage of In Person Format in the age category from 12 to 17 receive vouchers to the international camp of the ICC Artek, to a specialized shift (for the architects, urbanists). 
12.3.  The winners of the Main Stage of In Person Format in the age category from 18 to 25 years will be recommended for participation in the Tavrida Forum for Young Culture and Art Workers, as well as recommended for participation in the All-Russian competition of youth projects “Youth Creative Initiatives” conducted by the Russian Federal Agency for Youth Affairs.
12.4.  Competition participants will be recommended to also participate in the international architectural expeditions (Barcelona, Moscow, St. Petersburg and Kazan).
12.5. Projects of the winners will be recommended to local authorities for further implementation on the cities and settlements territory.
13.  Final provisions
13.1. Organizers have the right to make additions and changes to the terms and conditions of the final events of the Competition. Changes and additions are published on the official website: www.irazvi.ru.

Appendix 2
Requirements for writing an essay
1. The participant essay must be a finished work, made based on the following structure:
1.1. The purpose of the work (the relevance of the idea that you are proposing).
1.2. Objectives (phased goal achievement).
1.3. Citizens’ categories that will receive benefits after the projects’ implementation - which social group is the project focused on (for example, young mothers, retirees, youth, all residents, etc.)
1.4. Social effect: how the situation will change in general after the implementation of your project-idea.
Requirements for formalization of an essay
1. The text has to be prepared on a computer with Times New Roman № 14 font, line spacing 1, portrait layout, margins - left 2,5 cm, head, right, bottom 1,5 cm. The essay should be written in the same font and in black color.
